Transco requests that GISB define a means of requesting a dataset that communicates Pre-
determined Allocation (PDA) information to those parties who can submit PDA information to the
Transportation Service Provider.  The data elements that would be needed for this request are as
follows: Sender, Recipient, Report Code, Request Date/Time, Reporting Start Date, Reporting End
Date, and Location Common Code. 

Transco also requests that GISB define a means of sending a dataset that communicates PDA
information to those parties who can submit PDA information to the Transportation Service Provider.
We note that the PDA dataset (2.4.1), which is a means of sending PDA information to the TSP,
already exists.
