	Discussion and Vote on R19010 Revisions to NAESB REQ.21 ESPI Model Business Practices 
	Mr. Burks stated that Mr. Coffin of the Green Button Alliance submitted a recommendation for Standards Request R19010 containing revisions to the NAESB REQ.21 Energy Services Provider Interface (ESPI) Model Business Practices.  Mr. Coffin provided a brief overview of the modifications to the Retail Customer Schema and the REQ.21.4.3 Retail Customer Model section.  He stated that the Green Button Alliance, Inc. OpenADE Task Force identified additional schema attributes that need to be added to the following Retail Customer resources: Customer resource, CustomerAccount resource, CustomerAgreement resource, and ServiceSupplier resource.  Mr. Coffin stated that, by using schema attribute tags that properly identify the attribute’s contents, implementors will be able to properly communicate and process the information.  Mr. Wollman asked whether the “town name” attribute would be affected.  Mr. Coffin replied that “town name” has the same organizational structure, but is based on the Common Information Model (CIM) standard fields and different from the globally inherited.
Mr. Coffin moved to adopt the modifications to the REQ.21.4.3 Retail Customer Model Section and the Retail Customer Schema in response to Standards Request R19010.  Mr. Howse seconded the motion.  The motion passed without opposition.

	The ESPI Task Force has scheduled a conference call on November 12, 2019 from 1:00 to 3:00 PM Central to discuss and vote on Standards Request R19012.
