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[bookmark: _Hlk195698521]RE:	WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee Activities
The WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee (CISS) is working to finalize revisions to the WEQ-004 Coordinate Interchange Business Practice Standards as part of a joint assignment with the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee on the 2026 WEQ Annual Plan.  Consistent with the annual plan item, the modifications being considered by the WEQ CISS to provide additional granularity regarding integrated value calculations for interchange schedule applications.  The intent of the modifications is to create a standardized calculation to improve efficiency and support greater consistency between entities.
Specifically, the proposed language will identify more detailed requirements for calculating integrated values and specify that entities use a “per e-Tag basis” methodology for rounding fractional values.  The WEQ-004 standards define requirements for calculating integrated values and provide that fractional values must be rounded to the nearest whole megawatts per hour (MWh).  As discussed by participants, the final integrated value is impacted by the rounding methodology used as part of the calculation and can result in variances of one or more MWh.  The WEQ CISS evaluated several different rounding practices and determined that the “per e-Tag basis” methodology to be the most broadly applicable to interchange schedule applications and reflective of existing practices for a majority of industry participants.
The WEQ BPS and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee held meetings to review the initial draft language developed by the WEQ CISS and consider if additional changes are needed to other WEQ Business Practice Standards that reference use of integrated values.  The initial feedback from participants was that the WEQ-004 revisions, as proposed, do not appear to impact other standards and that there is likely no need to develop more granular details for other applications that use integrated values.  The WEQ CISS will hold its next meeting on April 20, 2026 to discuss the feedback and determine if any further modifications are needed, including creation of a defined term.
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
