FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome 
Mr. Buus welcomed the participants to the meeting, and the participants introduced themselves.  Ms. Trum delivered the NAESB Antitrust and Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Buus reviewed the agenda.  Mr. Ashbaker moved, seconded by Mr. Sloan, to adopt the agenda as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the April 20, 2026 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Ashbaker moved, seconded by Mr. Vaa, to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  The final minutes from the meeting are available through the following hyperlink: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_ciss042026fm.doc.
2. Review and Consider for Vote Modifications to WEQ-004 to Address 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a – Develop and/or modify the WEQ Business Practice Standards, including WEQ-001, WEQ-004, WEQ-008, and WEQ-023, and the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, as needed, to support greater consistency in rounding methodologies for integrated hourly value calculations
Mr. Buus stated that over the past several meetings, the WEQ CISS had developed modifications to WEQ-004 to address the annual plan item.  He asked if there were any further revisions or additional considerations that should be discussed prior to considering a vote to finalize the proposed revisions.  None were offered.

The participants reviewed the draft recommendation.  One change was made to Section 4 of the draft recommendation for clarity.  Mr. Buus stated that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee and WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee held meetings to discuss the annual plan item and review the draft modifications to WEQ-004.  He noted that both subcommittees wanted to wait to finalize a determination until after the WEQ CISS had finalized the changes to WEQ-004 but that neither subcommittee anticipates a need for additional changes or consistency revisions to other standards.
Mr. Buus asked if there were any questions or comments regarding the draft recommendation.  Mr. Sloan moved, seconded by Ms. Waldrip, to finalize the proposed draft modifications to WEQ-004 and send the recommendation to the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee for consideration of additional modifications, as needed.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

Ms. Trum stated that the WEQ OASIS is scheduled to meet next on June 9, 2026 and that she is working with the chairs of the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee to schedule its next meeting.  Mr. Buus stated that the recommendation will be distributed for formal comment following the final vote by the other subcommittees.
3. Begin Discussion on 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a – Review annually, at a minimum, the current version of the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification and make revisions as necessary to ensure the specification continues to be supportive of applicable NERC Reliability Standards and NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards and is reflective of current cybersecurity best practices
Mr. Buus asked if there were any items participants wanted to offer for discussion as part of the annual plan assignment.  Mr. Vaa stated that during Daylight Saving Time, some e-Tag vendors operate in standard time while others in prevailing time.  He explained that this can create confusion related to e-Tag timestamps and noted that prevailing time is not referenced or defined within WEQ-004 or the e-Tag Specification.  Mr. Buus noted that while an appropriate item for the WEQ CISS to consider, this would be out of scope for the annual plan assignment.  He suggested that CAISO consider submitting a request for standards development so the issue can be further discussed.
The participants reviewed Section 1.4.10 Rounding.  There was general agreement that the language is still consistent with the revisions to WEQ-004 proposed by the WEQ CISS as part of 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a.

Mr. Buus stated that there are a few minor wording inconsistencies within the e-Tag Specification that the subcommittee may want to correct through a minor correction.  The participants reviewed Section 4.6.1.2 Submitting a Profile Change Request.  Mr. Buus noted that this section includes a reference to WEQ-004 Appendix B, explaining that Section 2.6.1.3 Submitting a Profile Change Request and Section 3.6.1.3 Processing a Profile Change Request Submission contain similar language but reference WEQ-004-22.  He stated that this may have been an unintentional oversight and suggested the correct reference in Section 4.6.1.2 is to WEQ-004-22.  Ms. Wollan noted that Appendix B does not appear to be the correct reference as the appendix does not include any timing related requirements. Ms. Smith agreed, stating that WEQ-004-22 would be the more appropriate reference.
Mr. Sloan noted that both Section 2.6.1.3 and Section 3.6.1.3 reference the same exception to modifications made for profile change requests but that the language in these two sections is worded differently.  He stated that this could create confusion and may create the assumption that the requirements are different.  Ms. Wollan agreed.  She suggested that the language in Section 3.6.1.3 be modified to mirror the language in Section 2.1.6.3.

Mr. Buus asked participants to review the e-Tag Specification, including the sections that address cybersecurity protections, and come prepared to the next meeting with any additional areas that should be considered.  He suggested that if no further areas of discussion are identified, then participants consider addressing the changes through a minor correction and develop a no action recommendation in response to the annual plan item.
