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DRAFT MINUTES

1. Welcome
Mr. Arbitelle welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum reviewed the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  Mr. Arbitelle reviewed the draft agenda with the participants.  Mr. Williams moved, seconded by Mr. Buus, to adopt the agenda as final. The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.  
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the May 12, 2026 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Buus moved, seconded by Mr. Williams, to adopt the draft minutes as final. 2. Continue to Discuss Standards Request R26004 – Request to consider changing the maximum character length of the Source and Sink data element names in the WEQ-003 OASIS Data Dictionary

Mr. Arbitelle stated that a recommendation for Standards Request R26004 would need to be voted out in September to be considered by the WEQ Executive Committee in October and included in the next version of the WEQ Business Practice Standards.  He asked participants come prepared to the next meeting to pick back up with discussions on the request.

Mr. Arbitelle noted that during the April 14, 2026 meeting, the participants had reviewed the Field Length Changes White Paper.  He stated that the work paper identified several other OASIS data elements that correlate to data objects registered in the NAESB EIR or e-Tag fields.  He noted that the participants had discussed creating a pros/cons list for modifying the data elements to help determine those that should be considered  in addition to source and sink points, as identified in the request.
3. Continue to Discuss 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b – Review the WEQ OASIS Business Practice Standards for needed modifications based on implementation and operational experiences since the adoption of WEQ Version 004
Mr. Arbitelle stated that Mr. Williams provided an updated Redirect Work Paper regarding potential modifications that could be needed for clarity in redirects of transmission service.  He asked Mr. Williams to review the work paper.  
Mr. Williams stated that as discussed during the last meeting, the work paper includes the proposed modifications to address Issue #2 and Issue #3 as well as additional changes outlining the potential revisions to implement both options that were discussed for Issue #1.  He reviewed the proposed standard changes with the participants.

Mr. Arbitelle noted that the revisions to address Issue #2 add further clarity to the language and are not substantive changes.  Mr. Williams agreed, explaining that the proposed revisions to strike the word “original” from WEQ-001-9.5.4.1 and WEQ-001-9.5.5.1 are meant to eliminate potential ambiguity that could unintentionally imply the application of Dynegy protections are limited to redirects from parents that are an original transmission service reservation.
Mr. Arbitelle stated that the revisions to address Issue #3 also appear to be non-substantive.  Mr. Williams agreed, noting that the proposed change adds “relinquish” as one of the actions available to transmission service providers in WEQ-013-6.3.  He explained that the standard identifies capacity relinquishment as an available action in several places, but that it was inadvertently omitted from three scenarios addressed by the standard.
Mr. Arbitelle asked if there were any issues with incorporating the discussed modifications to WEQ-001-9.5.4.1, WEQ-001-9.5.5.1, or WEQ-013-6.3 into a draft recommendation for the annual plan item.  None were offered.
Mr. Williams stated that for Issue #1, the participants previously discussed how to increase transparency regarding conditional redirects from an unconditional parent transmission service reservation that have Dynegy protection.  He explained that the participants identified two potential options, use of the transmission service reservation comment field, Option 1, or a new indicator flag, Option 2.

Mr. Williams explained transmission service providers can already use the comment field for a variety of purposes, including to denote application of Dynegy protections.  He explained that for Option 1, the only change would be to add a new standard in WEQ-001 to explicitly state that transmission providers can add this information as a comment.  He stated that the Option 2 modifications to create a new indicator flag will require new standards language in WEQ-001 and changes to the OASIS data templates.  
The participants discussed the two options.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that Option 1 would be a simpler solution but that the transmission service reservation comment field is already used for a number of different purposes.  He noted that creating a new indicator flag as outlined in Option 2 would be a more complex solution comparatively but that status changes could be automated, meaning that entities would not have to take subsequent actions once the conditional reservation deadline has passed.  He suggested participants internally review both options and come prepared to discuss in more detail at the next meeting.
Mr. Arbitelle reviewed the WEQ OASIS Related Standards NERC References Work Paper as revised during the last meeting.  He stated that for WEQ-001-14.2.3.1, WEQ-001-15.2.3.1, WEQ-001-15.2.3.5, and WEQ-013.3.3.2, participants had previously discussed striking references to NERC and the NERC Reliability Functional Model and using the WEQ-000 defined term Entity Code.  There was general agreement to make these modifications.

The participants discussed WEQ-001-17.1.2.  Mr. Arbitelle noted that there is likely not a need to modify this standard.  He took an action item to confirm that the reference to NERC is still applicable.
The participants discussed WEQ-002-4.5.1.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that prior to WEQ Version 004, WEQ-008-1.6.1 included similar references to posting curtailment information on the NERC website.  He noted that as part of MC23007, WEQ-008 was revised to indicate that curtailment information should be posted to OASIS in accordance with WEQ-001-28.  Mr. Williams stated that WEQ-002-4.5.1 addresses regulatory required OASIS informational postings in scenarios where there is not an OASIS template or specified location on OASIS for such information.  He suggested that the first bullet referencing the NERC TLR web site in WEQ-002-4.5.1 could be deleted, explaining that the posting of curtailment information is now addressed by WEQ-028-1.  There was no opposition to deleting the bullet.

The participants discussed the definition for the data element FACILITY_NAME in WEQ-003.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that the WEQ BPS added a new acronym to WEQ-000 for the Western Interconnection Unscheduled Flow Mitigation Plan, WIUFMP, as part of the development of the new WEQ-026 Western Interconnection Transmission Loading Relief.  The participants agreed to replace “USF Mitigation Plan procedure” in the data element definition with WIUFMP for consistency.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that the reference to the NERC Book of Flowgates likely does not need to change.  He noted that he would confirm the accuracy of the reference and determine what, if any, other changes are needed for the next meeting.
Mr. Arbitelle stated that the only remaining items to address in the work paper are confirmation of the accuracy of references to NERC in WEQ-001-17.1.2 and the NERC Book of Flowgates in WEQ-003.  The participants agreed to include the discussed modifications as part of the draft recommendation for 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.

4. Consider and Potentially Vote on a No Action Recommendation to address 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a – Develop and/or modify the WEQ Business Practice Standards, including WEQ-001, WEQ-004, WEQ-008, and WEQ-023, and the NAESB Electronic Tagging Functional Specification, as needed, to support greater consistency in rounding methodologies for integrated hourly value calculations

Mr. Arbitelle stated that the subcommittee discussed this annual plan item for the past several meetings and had previously reviewed the WEQ-004 modifications proposed by the WEQ CISS.  He noted that participants had not identified any similar to the WEQ OASIS-related standards and that during the prior meeting, the participants had agreed that there was likely no need for revisions at this time.  Mr. Arbitelle asked Mr. Buus to review the recommendation with the finalized WEQ-004 modifications.
Mr. Buus stated that the annual plan item is jointly assigned to the WEQ CISS, WEQ BPS, and WEQ OASIS Subcommittee, and the recommendation needs to be voted on by all three subcommittees.  He noted that the WEQ BPS voted during its June 1, 2026 meeting that no further revisions were needed and to approve the recommendation as proposed by the WEQ CISS with additional language explaining the subcommittee’s determination.  He suggested that the participants consider including similar language to explain the subcommittee’s reasoning if a determination is made that further modifications are not needed.
Mr. Arbitelle asked if participants had identified a need for modifications to WEQ-001 OASIS Business Practice Standards or a reason why additional granularity around integrated values within the standard would be beneficial.  Mr. Williams stated support for moving forward with a vote on no further action. 
The participants agreed to add the following language to the Section 4.b of the recommendation: 
The WEQ OASIS Subcommittee reviewed the modifications proposed by the WEQ CISS and considered the need for revisions to further define requirements for calculating integrated values as referenced in WEQ-001. Participants determined that while there are different methodologies used by industry to determine integrated values for OASIS-related applications, these variances do not cause a substantive impact and there are no business reasons to define further granularity within the standards at this time.
Mr. Williams moved, seconded by Mr. Jordan, to include the additional language discussed during the meeting and that no further revisions are needed to the recommendation approved by the WEQ CISS.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition.

5. Discussion on 2026 WEQ OASIS Calendar

Mr. Arbitelle stated that additional meetings of the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee are scheduled for July 7 and August 4.  He noted that the chairs will work with the NAESB office to schedule a meeting for September prior to the deadline to vote out a recommendation for WEQ Executive Committee consideration. 
6. Prepare for the Next WEQ OASIS Subcommittee Call
The participants reviewed the WEQ OASIS Parking Lot.  Mr. Arbitelle stated that during the next meeting, the participants will continue discussion on 2026 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b and Standards Request R26004.
7. Other Business
None were discussed.
