FINAL MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the agenda.  The agenda was adopted by consensus.
The participants reviewed the draft minutes from the September 13, 2023 meeting.  No modifications were offered.  Ms. Walker moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed a simple majority vote.  The final minutes for the meeting are available at the following link: https://www.naesb.org/pdf4/weq_srs091323fm.doc 
2. Review and Update NERC Activity Report

Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report with the participants.  Ms. Trum stated that there are updates for several of the NERC efforts the WEQ SRS is monitoring.
Mr. Robinson stated that as part of NERC Project 2020-04 Modifications to CIP-012, CIP-012-2 was approved by the NERC Board of Trustees in December 2023.  The participants agreed to monitor for FERC action and noted that this is also a review item for the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee.

The participants reviewed the proposed NERC definitions for inverter-based resource and distributed energy resource, created as part of NERC Projects 2020-06 Verification of Models and Data for Generators and 2022-02 Modifications to TPL-001-5.1 and MOD-032.1, respectively.  There was agreement that no action is needed at this time but to continue to monitor the projects.
Ms. Trum stated that a work paper for NERC Project 2022-01 Reporting ACE Definition and Associated terms was posted for the meeting containing the revised NERC definitions to defined terms shared between NAESB and NERC.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the work paper with the participants.  He noted that there could be a need for a minor correction to align some of the NAESB definitions with the revisions NERC is proposing.  Mr. Wood stated that a number of the impacted defined terms impacted are used in standards created by the WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee (CISS) and WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS).  Ms. Trum indicated that the WEQ CISS has a meeting scheduled for February 14, 2024 and that she will coordinate with the chairs of both subcommittees regarding the potential impact of the proposed changes.  The participants will continue to monitor the effort and further discuss the need for a minor correction during the next subcommittee meeting.
The participants discussed NERC Project 2023-08 Modifications to MOD-031 Demand and Energy Data.  There was general agreement that the subcommittee should monitor the project for potential impact to the NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards, including WEQ-018.

3. Review any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

Mr. Robinson reviewed the Standards Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections Matrix.  He noted that since the last meeting, one new standard request, R24001, was submitted and assigned jointly to the WEQ BPS and RMQ BPS.  The participants reviewed the no action recommendation in response to 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a and the proposed standard changes recommended to address 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b.  Mr. Wood noted that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee submitted late formal comments in response to the Southern Company formal comments.  He explained that the late formal comments make conforming changes to WEQ-013.  There was consensus among the participants to submit late formal comments in response to 2023 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.b to indicate the WEQ SRS had reviewed the recommendation and determined no further modifications were needed for consistency.
