DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Mallett provided the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves over the phone and reviewed the meeting agenda.  Mr. Phillips, seconded by Mr. Wood, moved to adopt the draft agenda as final.  The motion passed without opposition.
The participants reviewed the August 6, 2019 draft meeting minutes.  Mr. Wood, seconded by Mr. Phillips, moved to adopt the draft minutes as final.  The motion passed without opposition.

2. Review of NERC 2020-2022 Draft Reliability Standards Development Plan 
Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC 2020-2022 Draft Reliability Standards Development Plan (RSDP) and the RSDP Unofficial Comment Form with the participants.  The participants concluded that the following NERC projects are or will be coordinated with NAESB annual plan items/efforts:

· Project 2016-02 Modifications to CIP Standards (virtualization)
· Related: Potential annual plan item related to Distributed Ledger Technology and the NAESB Public Key Infrastructure (PKI) Certification Program 

· Status: NAESB will continue to monitor this project.

· Project 2017-04 Periodic Review of Interchange Scheduling and Coordination Standards

· Related: Currently on hold at NERC pending outcome of Project 2018-03.  May impact NAESB WEQ-004 Standards.

· Status: NAESB will continue to monitor this project.

· Project 2017-07 Standards Alignment with Registration

· Related: May impact NAESB WEQ-004 Standards.

· Status: NAESB will continue to monitor the project.

· Project 2018-03 Periodic Review of Interchange Scheduling and Coordination Standards

· Related:  Standards Requests R19007 and R19008 were submitted to NAESB from NERC.

· Status: NAESB will continue coordination between the organizations.

· Project 2019-03 Cyber Security Supply Chain Risks

· Related: Potential annual plan item related to cybersecurity related to the OASIS, eTag, and other industry software. 

· Status: NAESB will continue to monitor this project. 

Next, the WEQ SRS reviewed the 2019 WEQ Annual Plan to ensure the coordination review of the RSDP included all of the current WEQ efforts. Mr. Robinson noted that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Items 1.a and 1.b are being addressed within the WEQ Business Practice Subcommittee (BPS).  Additionally, 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2 has an extended completion date to allow for coordination with other entities regarding data availability.  Mr. Wood stated that the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee developed a no action recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.a/R12001.  He noted that the request for comments on the recommendation are due on September 20, 2019.  The joint recommendation to support 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Items 3.b and 3.f was ratified by the NAESB WEQ membership on April 29, 2019.  Mr. Wood stated that the draft recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c is currently being addressed in the WEQ OASIS Subcommittee and should be ready for a vote by its February meeting.  The WEQ OASIS Subcommittee developed a no action recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.d.  No comments were submitted during the thirty-day comment period that closed on May 20, 2019.  Mr. Wood stated that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.e/R18004 was split from 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.c and the recommendation will be completed in 2020. The recommendation to support WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.g was ratified on April 29, 2019.  Mr. Phillips stated that the recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h/R18011 was posted for a thirty-day formal comment period that concludes on September 18, 2019.  
Mr. Robinson stated that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 4.a and 4.b were reoccurring annual plan items assigned to the WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee to review WEQ-012 Public Key Infrastructure Business Practice Standards, the accreditation requirements for Authorized Certification Authorities, and the FERC cybersecurity standards, along with the NERC Critical Infrastructure Protection (CIP) Reliability Standards.  The participants noted that 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Items 4.a and 4.b were currently on hold pending the completion of a recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Items 6.a and 6.b concerning the Sandia National Laboratories Surety Assessment.  The participants noted the ongoing distributed ledger technology and FERC Forms annual plan items as well.
3. Review Standards Requests
Mr. Robinson reviewed Requests, Recommendations, Minor Corrections, & Interpretations August 30, 2019 (the Matrix) with the participants.  Mr. Phillips noted that the second recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h/R18011 was posted for a thirty-day formal comment period that concludes on September 18, 2019.   He stated that after the WEQ Executive Committee remanded the first recommendation back the WEQ CISS, PowerEx requested clarification from NERC.  That request for clarification was denied.  The participants updated the Matrix to note that the WEQ SRS previously reviewed the second recommendation [which was substantively similar to the first recommendation] and found that no further action was needed.
Mr. Wood stated that R19007 essentially contemplates incorporating elements of the MOD-001-2 into the WEQ-023 Modeling Business Practice Standards.  He stated that an informal comment period on the recommendation concluded on August 21, 2019.  The thirty day formal comment period will begin after the WEQ BPS votes out the draft recommendation, most likely during its September 6, 2019 conference call. 

4. Review Recommendations
The participants reviewed R19008, a request submitted by NERC to review the NAESB WEQ Business Practice Standards following the NERC Standards Efficiency Review Retirements affecting the INT family of NERC Reliability Standards. Mr. Phillips stated the WEQ CISS voted out the recommendation for a formal thirty-day comment period that concludes on September 18, 2019.  The Matrix was updated to reflect that no further action is needed. 

The participants once again discussed the  recommendation for 2019 WEQ Annual Plan Item 3.h/R18011 and noted  that no further action was needed.

5. Review Minor Corrections
The WEQ SRS reviewed Minor Correction MC19011, a request submitted from NERC, which was applied to NAESB WEQ Versions 003.2 and 003.3 effective July 3, 2019. MC19011 corrected the WEQ-003 OASIS Data Dictionary to remove references to “NERC TRE as defined in NERC Standard IRO-006-TRE-1” for consistency with the FERC retirement of IRO-006-TRE-1.  The WEQ SRS noted in the Matrix that no further action was needed.

6. NERC Activity Report
Mr. Robinson reviewed the NERC Activity Report with the participants.  
Project 2016-02 Modifications to CIP Standards:  The WEQ SRS updated the NERC Activity Report to state that it will continue to monitor this project until a WEQ CSS recommendation is developed and placed on the recommendations tab of the Matrix.

Project 2019-03 Cyber Security Supply Chain Risks: The WEQ SRS updated the NERC Activity Report to state that it will continue to monitor this project until a WEQ CSS recommendation is developed and placed on the recommendations tab of the Matrix.
CIP Standards Efficiency Review:  The WEQ SRS and the WEQ CSS will continue to monitor this NERC effort to determine whether any modifications to the NERC Reliability Standards will affect the WEQ Business Practice Standards. 

NERC 2020-2022 Draft RSDP: The WEQ SRS note on the NERC Activity Report that it completed drafting comments on the RSDP to be sent for review by the Managing Committee.
