DRAFT MINUTES
1. Welcome
Mr. Robinson opened the conference call and welcomed the participants.  Ms. Trum delivered the Antitrust and Other Meeting Policies reminder.  The participants introduced themselves.  Mr. Robinson reviewed the agenda with the participants.  The agenda was adopted as final on a motion by Mr. Jordan.
Mr. Robinson reviewed the draft minutes from the September 4, 2024 and August 7, 2024 meetings.  No modifications were offered.  Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Ms. Stampfli, to adopt the draft minutes as final.

2. Review Industry Comments Submitted in Response to the Recommendation to Support Standards Request R24002  

Mr. Robinson stated that in response to the recommendation to support Standards Request R24002, SPP and PJM submitted formal comments.  Mr. Phillips reviewed the comments submitted by SPP.  He explained that the proposed revisions correct grammatical errors in WEQ-005-1.2.1 and WEQ-005-1.2.2 and ensure the definition for the defined term Actual Net Interchange is consistent with the revisions proposed by NERC to the same definition in the NERC Glossary of Terms.  The participants agreed to incorporate these changes as part of late formal comments from the WEQ SRS.

Mr. Pacella reviewed the comments submitted by PJM.  He stated that the first comment addresses the use of the proposed new defined term Scheduled Net Interchange in WEQ-004 Appendix A – e-Tagging Service Performance Requirements and Failure Procedures.  He noted that the proposed definition for Scheduled Net Interchange is broader than the definition for the defined term Net Scheduled Interchange, explaining that the use of Scheduled Net Interchange in WEQ-004 Appendix A would expand the scope of the language and could create conflicting requirements between applicable NAESB Business Practice Standards and NERC Reliability Standards.  Mr. Robinson asked how the potential conflict could be addressed.  Mr. Phillips asked if there was an alternative defined term that should be proposed.  Mr. Pacella stated that the existing NAESB definition for Net Scheduled Interchange does not include dynamic schedules, consistent with NERC INT-009-3 Requirement R1 that specifies agreement on interchange values, excluding dynamic schedules, between the adjacent Balancing Authorities.  He suggested the participants strike the reference to Scheduled Net Interchange in WEQ-004 Appendix A and replace with language that aligns with the definition of Net Scheduled Interchange.  The participants agreed to incorporate these changes as part of late formal comments from the WEQ SRS.
Mr. Phillips asked if the addition of the phrase “as required by NERC Reliability Standard INT-009-3” should remain.  Mr. Pacella suggested that the phrase may no longer be necessary given the clarifying change the participants agreed to propose.  The participants agreed to strike the language as part of late formal comments from the WEQ SRS.
Mr. Pacella stated that PJM has similar comments regarding the use of the defined term Scheduled Net Interchange in WEQ-023-1.4.1.  He proposed that the participants consider striking the use of Scheduled Net Interchange in the standard and replace with language that aligns with the definition of Net Interchange Schedule, the term previously referenced.  The participants agreed to incorporate these changes as part of late formal comments from the WEQ SRS.
Mr. Phillips moved, seconded by Mr. Pacella, to adopt the revisions as discussed by the participants as late formal comments of the WEQ SRS.  The motion passed a simple majority vote without opposition. 

3. Review and Update NERC Activity Report
Mr. Robinson stated that the Proposed 2025 WEQ Annual Plan includes annual plan assignments to the WEQ Coordinate Interchange Scheduling Subcommittee and WEQ Cybersecurity Subcommittee that support coordination efforts with NERC regarding e-Tagging and cybersecurity, respectively.  He asked if participants had suggestions for any other coordination-related annual plan assignments that should be discussed as part of the October 23, 2024 WEQ Executive Committee meeting.  None were offered.

Mr. Robinson noted that NERC has initiated efforts on two projects identified by the WEQ SRS as possible areas of coordination, NERC Project 2024-01 Rules of Procedure Definitions Alignment (Generator Owner and Generator Operator) and NERC Project 2024-03 Revisions to EOP-012-2.  Mr. Phillips stated that the WEQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) developed a no action recommendation in response to its review of NERC Reliability Standard EOP-012-2 as part of its annual plan assignment to review cold-weather related changes made by NERC to the reliability standards.  He suggested that the WEQ SRS continue to monitor this NERC project and review any proposed changes to determine if there is a need for the WEQ to consider the development of supporting business practices.

4. Review Any Standards Requests, Recommendations, or Minor Corrections

Mr. Robinson noted that during the October 23, 2024 meeting, the WEQ Executive Committee will consider no action recommendations developed in support of 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.c, 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.a, 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.b, 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Item 2.a, 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Items 3.a and 3.b, and 2024 WEQ Annual Plan Item 1.d.  The participants agreed that comments from the WEQ SRS regarding these no action recommendations are not needed.
Mr. Robinson stated that the WEQ Executive Committee also will consider the recommendation developed by the WEQ/RMQ Business Practices Subcommittee (BPS) to support Standards Request R24001.  The participants reviewed the recommendation and attachments.  Ms. Trum noted that the WEQ/RMQ BPS met on October 10, 2024 to begin review of industry comments and will continue discussions as part of a second meeting scheduled for October 16, 2024.  The participants agreed that comments from the WEQ RSS regarding the recommendation are not needed.
Mr. Robinson asked Mr. Wood to review Minor Correction MC24006.  Mr. Wood stated that the request proposes minor changes to WEQ-013 OASIS Implementation Guide Business Practice Standards to ensure consistency between Exhibit 101 – Status Diagram for NITS Applications & Modification of Service Processing and the standards language.  Mr. Robinson noted that the WEQ Executive Committee will consider the request during its meeting on October 23, 2024.
